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With history fair, you are telling a story. Assume that the viewer knows nothing about your project and that you are going to TEACH her/him.  Assume your viewer has a short attention span and organize your board to attract and hold attention.  Avoid a cluttered and confusing board and let a minimum of material tell the story.

Requirements:
1. Tri-Fold Board or Website

2. At least 15 sources (include at least 1 oral history and 5 primary sources. Only one can be an encylopedia )
3. Bibliography (A list of the sources (websites, books, magazines) you used for research in MLA format)
a. Each source must be "annotated." That means you need to write 2-3 sentences for each source describing what information you obtained from the source.

b. Example: 

(Source)Bates, Daisy. The Long Shadow of Little Rock. 1st ed. New York: David McKay Co. Inc., 1962.


(Annotation)


Daisy Bates was the president of the Arkansas NAACP and the one who met and listened to the 


students each day. This first-hand account was very important to my paper because it made me 


more aware of the feelings of the people involved.
4. Quality Photos (Make sure they start out big. Don't just make them bigger; they won't look very good.)
a. Make sure you include the website URL from where you obtained the photos)
5. A good title and subtitle (Example: Helicopters: Propelling the Army to the Future)

6. A Main Idea or thesis statement 

7. Timeline, include:

a. Events leading up to the topic 

b. The topic itself 

c. Events it later influenced

8. Your project should include AT LEAST, probably more, these 3 sections:

a. History of you topic

b. Successes or Failures of your topic

c. Consequences of your topic
